TREND DISPLAY

1.The current temperature / humidity / barometric pressure and indoor temperature / indoor
humidity trend are displayed on the screen.

BACKLIGHT

1.When the weather station is powered by the power supply, press the ":% " button to adjust the
backlight brightness.

2.When the backlight dims, press the " /= " key once to switch to the brightest backlight for 15
seconds.

3.When the weather station is powered by batteries, press the " #/a " button to turn on the
backlight for 15 seconds.
